I. PURPOSE

To protect Minors who are participating in University-sponsored programs or in
programs operated by outside entities that are held in University facilities by
providing guidelines for protection and supervision.

Programs should establish a procedure for the notification of the minor’s
parent/legal guardian in case of an emergency, including medical or
behavioral problems, natural disasters, or other significant Program
disruptions.

VI. PROGRAMS INVOLVING MINORS OPERATED BY OUTSIDE PARTIES
ON UNIVERSITY PROPERTY

Any Program involving Minors operated by outside parties on University
property must be operated consistent with the guidelines of this procedure. All
contracts for the use of University facilities by outside parties for programs
involving Minors must reference this document and provide a link to these
procedures.
