Stockton University determined student eligibility by reviewing the criteria set forth by the Secretary of
Education. The amount of each grant was determined using the expenses incurred as reported by the
student on their request document and the funding available. Special consideration was given to those
students who have demonstrated need such as unemployment and Pell Grant eligibility. In some cases the
total requested amounts were capped by the maximum Pell Grant of 2019/2020.
