1. GAH courses introduce students to the arts and humanities as areas of study, and 

thus provide them with the basis for intelligent curricular choice. 
 
2. They aim to create awareness among students of the importance of arts and 

humanities in their education.  They seek to develop the ability of students to make 
critical and aesthetic judgments. 

 
3. They introduce perspectives, techniques, and attitudes which can be used in the 

further study of the arts and humanities, and suggest ways of continuing to examine 
such issues. 

 
4. GAH courses describe a number of the conceptual challenges and issues which 

artists and humanities confront, bringing a variety of approaches and viewpoints to 
bear on these.  They explore the techniques used in the arts and humanities solving 
aesthetic and intellectual problems, expressing feelings and ideas, clarifying 
meanings, defending judgments, and explaining historical transformations. 
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
