With control of the state Senate and the General Assembly at stake this November, 
those surveyed were closely split at about 36 percent for the Democratic legislative 
candidates and 35 percent for the Republicans; 7 percent say they would split their vote 
in the generic legislative matchup; and, 19 percent were not sure or would support 
another candidate. 
 
Only 30 percent have a favorable opinion of the New Jersey Legislature’s job 
performance, while 62 percent have an unfavorable opinion.
