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Galloway Township, NJ - Republican Tom MacArthur has opened a 5-percentage-point lead
over Democrat Aimee Belgard in the hard-fought 3rd Congressional District, according to a poll
released today by the Stockton Polling Institute.

MacArthur leads 46 percent to 41 percent when voters who lean toward one candidate or the
other are included, with 8 percent undecided. Without those voters who are leaning one way or
the other, MacArthur leads 44 percent to 38 percent, with 12.5 percent undecided and 5 percent
favoring neither candidate, or someone else.

A Stockton Poll released Sept. 15 found the race to succeed retiring Rep. Jon Runyan, a
Republican, tied at 42 percent for each candidate.

The poll was conducted with 617 likely voters by the Stockton Polling Institute of the William J.
Hughes Center for Public Policy. Live interviewers on the Stockton campus called both landlines
and cell phones from Oct. 25-28, 2014. The poll's margin of error is +/- 3.9 percentage points.
