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In LIGHT of the data above… Atlantic City con t i nues a run of stron g mo nt h- over -mont h growt h with 
September markin g the 16 th  consecut i ve mont h of gamin g revenue increases. Total Casino Industr y win 
for the mont h ($ 283.23 milli on) exceeded September  2018 ($272.05 milli on ) by 4.1% . 
  
Year -to -date industr y total gaming revenu e ($2.47 billion) is 15.8% ahead of 2018 to date and on track to 
exceed $3 billion for the year. If 2019 reaches that goal, it  w ould be the firs t time in s even  years that 
Atlantic City casinos exceeded $3 billion in annual gamin g revenue  (2012 – $3.06 billion).   
  
September 2019 Sports Betting Monthl y Handle ($ 445.6 milli on including racet racks) exceeded 
September  2018 handle ( $183.9 milli on) by 142.2 %. Year -to -Date Sports Wagerin g win (completed 
events) totaled $ 181.7 milli on with a win percentage of 6.1%. Year -to -date 2019 completed events 
wagerin g win on football totaled $17.6 milli on,  82.3% over the same period in 2018 ($9.66 milli on). 2019 
year -to -date foot ball h andle, $327.14 milli on, exceeded the same period in 2018, $94.46 milli on, by  
246.3%.

Atlantic City hosts three-day Halo tournament - As report ed by The Press of Atlantic City , the 
Ultimate Gaming Champions hi p Halo Cla ssic  was held at Showboat Atlantic City on September 6 -8. The 
three- day tournament , presented by U ltimate Gaming Champions hi p , Caesars Entertainment and 
INGAME ESPORTS, attracted between 1,500 and 2,000 participants. 64 teams competed for mo re t han 
$50,000 in prize mone y.   
 
Local 54 awarded state workforce development grant – As report ed by The Press of Atlantic City, 
Unite Here Local 54, the labor union which rep res ent s the region’s  casino industr y empl o yees, was 
awarded $280,000 throu gh the New Jerse y  Pre -Apprenticeshi p in Career Education (PACE) pro gram to 
fund workfor ce develop ment training.

After viewi n g the website, 68 percent have been discouraged fro m 
visi t i ng and 62 percent have been discouraged fro m orderin g from a restaurant. While menu selecti on 
remains the main reason (65 percent) individuals choose not to visi t a restaurant, other factors such as 
difficul t y navigating the website (33 percent), diff icul t y r eading the menu (30 percent) or that websites 
looked old or out of date (30 percent ) also cont ributed to patrons’ decisi on s .

After 180 years, Thomas Cook tour operations shut down - As reported by Hotel Management , UK 
based Thomas Cook Group entered into “com pul s or y liquidation with immediate effect” on September 
23. The sudden cancelation of flight s and vacation packages left thousands of travelers stranded. 
Accordin g to The Guardian, 75,000 of the 150,000 touri s t s stranded by the cancelations, had return ed to 
the U .K. by September 27  as part of the largest peacetime repatriation in U .K. histor y.  
 
Expedia to become optimized distributor of Marriott International wholesale rooms – As rep orted 
by Hospitality T echnology, Expedia Group and Marriot International announced an agreement, effecti ve 
October 15, that will make Expedia the exclus i ve global opti m i zed distributor of Marriott ’s wholesale 
rates, availabilit y, and content . This agreement, an industr y first, repres ent s a change in Marriott ’s 
approach to redis tributing the compan y’s wholesale rates and availabilit y among third -part y t ravel 
providers.
