The Russell Sage Foundaton (RSF) is launching a new special initatve on Decision Making and

Human Behavior in Context that will support innovatve research on decision making across the social sciences that examines causes,
consequences, processes, or context from a behavioral or alternatve perspectve. We seek to support a wide range of research on
decision-making in context by scholars in psychology, politcal science, sociology, and other social science felds who are pursuing questons
consistent with the aims of the Foundaton.

This initatve will support research proposals from multple methodological perspectves that will further our understanding of decision
making processes and human behavior in the contexts of work, race, ethnicity, immigraton, and social inequality, broadly conceived, in the
U.S. Priority will be given to research related to our core programs and other special initatves. Limited consideraton will be given to projects
that test well-established behavioral efects without examining the overarching context or the underlying mechanisms.

Eligibility: All applicants (both PlIs and Co-PIs) must have a doctorate. In rare circumstances, RSF may consider applicatons from
scholars who do not hold a doctorate but can demonstrate a strong career background that establishes their ability to conduct high-level,
peer-reviewed scholarly research. Students may not be applicants.

All natonalites are eligible to apply and applicants do not have to reside in the U.S., but the focus of the proposed research project must be
on the U.S. as per our mission.
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
