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�x Q1/Q2- Quantitative Reasoning.  Students are required to complete (D- or better) three Q1/Q2 courses.  One Q1 in 
the first year and at least one Q2.  Q1/Q2 courses may be found in General Studies or Program/cognate course 
depending on major. 

�x R1/R2- Race and Racism.  Students are required to pass one R1 and another R1/R2 courses. R1 (C or better), R2 (D 
or better). R1/R2 courses may be found in General Studies or Program/cognate courses depending on major.     

�x Minor program. Students may select a Minor program of study, in consultation with their preceptor.  Minor courses 
would replace some of the ASD or Program/cognate courses in the Degree Map. 

�x Attributes (AHVI/Q, W and R). A course may fulfill multiple attributes and/or other requirements. Therefore, many 
attributes can be fulfilled without taking additional courses. Attributes can be taken in any order except for the first-
year requirements. Many course choices are available to fulfill an attribute.
